1. Every candidate will have to apply for the admission on the online portal of Higher Education Department.

2. Every candidate is required to bring original certificates and detailed marks sheet of matriculation, 10+2 examinations along with three attested

photocopies of each and four latest passport size colored photographs at the time of seeking admission.

Character certificate issued by theinstitution last attended.

Migration certificate in original (applicable for the candidates coming from other Universities/Board other than those of Haryana School
Education Board).

A CBSE board {with 6 subjects) candidate having compartment only in one subject at 10+2 level examinations will be considered for provisional
admission in case the seats are available.

A student leaving the college without paying the college dues shall not be allowed re-admission unless she pays the earlier dues.
Principal has an absolute power to deny admission to any student without assigning any reason and his/her decision in this regard shall be final.

The Principal of the college and the Admission Committee have an absolute right to amend/modify any of the college rules as contained in the
prospectus during the current session.

Imparting instruction in any subject can be discontinued despite of being a provision to that effect provided the number of students offering such
subject falls short of the norms prescribed by the University or alternatively teaching of such a subject does not suit as per time table of the college
or due to any other reason. The candidate can be restricted to for particular subject without assigning any reason.

All the rules, regulations, instructions and guidelines etc. as contained in the prospectus are liable to be changed in conformity with the
order/directions/instructions etc. received from the University from time to time and such amended rules regulations/instructions/quidelines are
binding on the students to follow.

. To make a follow-up of these matters at regular intervals till their final disposal.

. To maintain strict confidentiality, if necessary.

All the students enrolled at The E5 college have the right to appeal any academic matter in which they feel that they have been treated unfairly. Examples
of student problems: Disputes over Grades, Course Requirements, Faculty or Staff Conduct, Fines and Administrative Policies and Procedures.

If any problem arises and is not resolved informally, students may file a grievance with the College Grievance Redressal Cell of the College. Any type of
student complaint or problem may be presented to the committee for official review. The campus hearing body follows a set of formal procedures as per
UGC Guidelines. A Student Representative (Ombudsman) will assist students in presenting their case along with the guidance of the members of the
committee as well. The deadlines for filing any kind of a grievance is the last day of the concerned semester during which the incident has occurred.
Decisions made by the Head of committee are not appealable.

The Head of committee does not lend itself to quick solutions, so a resolution at a lower level is always more desirable. Attempts at such a resolution are
required before the committee will accept a case.
